The total tax revenue proposed to be raised last year at last year's
tax rate of $0.227897 for each $100 of taxable value was
$355,657,483.

The total tax revenue proposed to be raised this year at the
proposed tax rate of $0.227897 for each $100 of taxable value,
excluding tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax
roll this year, is $376,140,342.

The total tax revenue proposed to be raised this year at the
proposed tax rate of $0.227897 for each $100 of taxable value,
including tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax
roll this year, is $388,245,051.

The Tarrant County Commissioners Court is scheduled to vote on
the Tarrant County Hospital District’s tax rate that will result in that
tax increase at a public meeting to be held on September 12, 2017 at
Tarrant County Commissioners Courtroom, 100 E Weatherford St,
Fort Worth, TX 76112 at 10:00 a.m.

The Tarrant County Commissioners Court proposes to use the
increase in total tax revenue for the purpose of funding Tarrant County
Hospital District operations and fulfilling the mission of the District to
continue transforming healthcare delivery for the communities we
serve.
